Text: Titus 2:11-14
A. In 1Tim.6:12, Paul tells Timothy to “fight the good fight of faith.” L.e. to remain

faithful to God until death - regardless of whatever trial, tribulation, or temptation may
come your way.

B. "Why do we fight the good fight of faith?”

C. It may be simply a matter of economics — a matter of counting the cost
spiritually. I.e. what do you stand to gain and what you stand to lose?

D, The thought of eternal reward is a strong motivator for fighting the good fight,
but it is not the strongest or most effective.

E. In Titus 2:11-14, Paul reminds Titus of the expression of God’s love as a
motivator for living a changed life and “fighting the good fight”
